Ref: This ofﬁce letter No. 21 dated 3rd January 2009.

Madhya Pradesh has been among the frist few Stategto adopt PPP route for
developing State highways. Along with the road sector, M.P. is pushing for
deyelopment of infrastructure projects in various other sectors including urban
infrastructure. Urban infrastructure development is an important -aspect of the
~ State's vision for all round development. The Government is encouraging
development of these projects on PPP basis due to funds constramts and also for
harnessing the efﬁc1ency of the pnvate sector.

Upto March 2008, 16 PPP project worth Rs. 2363.28 crore were awarded
in M.P. Project worth Rs. 6243 crore) have been awarded during 2008-09. At
present 30 projects worth Rs. 5161 crore are in pipeline which are in different
stages of development. Some of the project taken up on PPP in the states are

Directorate of Institutional Finance under Finance Department has been
entrusted with the responsibility of facilitating, coordmatmg and momtormg the
PPP projects in the State. To streamline the PPP project in the State, a PPP cell has
been established under DIF. In the last one and half year, the UADD and the ULBs
have taken a number of steps in furthering PPP Projects and shortlisted number of
projects to be developed on PPP. Some of the ULBs, such as Indore, Bhopal and
Gwalior have started the development of these projects on PPP. Other ULBs, too, -
are expected to take steps for identification and development of PPP projects.
